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Second Grade Policies

Agenda: Agendas will be sent home every day. Your student is required to write their homework in their agenda daily. Please be sure to initial your child’s agenda everyday. 

Birthdays: If you would like to celebrate your child’s birthday with the class, please let me know in advance. There are 19 students in the class. If your child’s birthday falls during our summer break, we can celebrate at the end of the school year, or we can celebrate your child’s “Half Birthday.” **Students are not allowed to pass out birthday invitations in class unless ALL students are invited.**

Classroom Management on Classdojo: We will be using Classdojo as a behavior system in the classroom this year. Students are able to earn positive or negative points throughout the day. As a parent, Classdojo will notify you immediately as these points are earned and show you why they were earned. You will be able to contact me straight from the Classdojo site. Please see the welcome letter from Classdojo for your personalized invitation code and more information. Your student will earn “eyes” for every positive they have at the end of each day (each negative dojo point will cancel a positive dojo point). Once they have accumulated 10 “eyes”, the students will choose a reward from the “Choice Chart”.

Classroom Website: The classroom website is www.mrsklinge.weebly.com. I will list the weekly classroom newsletter, upcoming classroom and school events, and homework on the website every week. Bookmark the classroom site for your convenience. I will not print off the weekly newsletter. 
First Penance and First Holy Communion: Mr. Camill and Mrs. Kenney of the Religious Education Office will be in charge of First Penance and First Holy Communion Workshops. The Workshops are mandatory. Second grade students and at least one of their parents must attend the workshops.  The dates and times for these workshops are noted on the Save-the-Dates handouts.

Fun Fridays: Every Friday afternoon we will have a Fun Friday activity to reward the children for working so hard all week. We will not have an additional snack at this time.
Homework: Homework will be sent home every night except on Fridays and special occasions throughout the year. Homework needs to be returned the following day. I will allow students to begin their homework during dismissal however I will always encourage them to bring it home for your review. Students will be given a homework grade for each trimester. If a student is absent their homework will be due within a week of their absence.

How to contact Mrs. Klinge: Please feel free to contact me with any questions or concerns that you may have during the school year. I may be reached via email through Classdojo (this is my preferred mode of communication since it is open and being used throughout the day) or through my school e-mail account lklinge@saintpatrickschoolva.org . You may also leave a message with the school office at 786-2277. I will return your email or phone call within 24 hours with the exception of weekends. Please note, I do travel out of cell phone service areas quite often over the weekends so my response time over a weekend may be delayed. If you need to drop something off to your child, please bring it to the office and Mrs. Massad will be sure to get it to your child. Arrival and Dismissal time can be hectic. This is a time when I need to be focused on my students. If you need to speak with me, I encourage you to please email me or leave a message with Mrs. Massad. 

Reading log: A reading log will be sent home the first week of school. Please encourage your child to read for at least 20 minutes each night and document the title of each book read. If your child is reading chapter books record the same book for each 20 minutes of reading time. Return the reading log to me at the end of each quarter. Students will receive something from the treasure chest for the completed reading logs. 

Snack: Please send in a healthy snack each day. They are allowed to have a water (please no juice or milk) with snack. Since this is a working snack, please try not to send in anything that requires utensils to eat (spoon, fork…). Candy and soda are not permitted. Snack time is approximately 15 minutes. They will have snack on early dismissal days but not lunch. 

Volunteers: Due to limited space in the classroom, I ask that only four parents volunteer at a time for each classroom party. Volunteers for lunch and recess are needed every day. We will need several chaperones for our field trips this year. Sign up for field trips will be sent out closer to the actual events.

Witness to the Word: Witness to the Word is a monthly award given to students who best represent the social teaching of that particular month (ex. honesty and dependability). It will be given to the student(s) who demonstrates that particular character trait above and beyond the rest. That does not mean that those students who do not receive an award do not possess these qualities. Witness to the Word Awards are given out by the classroom teacher. The certificates are handed out on the second Friday of each month starting in October in church after Mass.
